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V. Appliance assembling

1. Connect the base with the extension pipe
and turn the pipe clockwise tightly.

ensure the notch in the blades matches up
with the notch on the motor shaft. Insert
the blade lock nut and tighten counter
clockwise.

5. Set border on the front rear rim, fixing
front grill with border onto back grill
symmetrically. Tighten border with
screws by screwdriver.

Open ttierpacompartment by sliding
the cover down and insert the batteries noting the polarity imedicat the battery
compartment.

Speed choosing
